My husband was 33 and I was 28 and we had everything we could ask for – good jobs, nice home, savings – but we were longing to be pregnant.  We had no doubt it would happen soon as our doctors say we are both healthy.  But four years, multiple surgeries, IVFs and thousands of dollars later, we are still waiting for our baby.
